Alphabet Book

create an “Alphabet Book” which explains many of the complex terms, people, events, places, and concepts
associated with this dramatic era of history. You are to use meaningful words and phrases from the materials
used in class, as well as from assigned readings and in-class notes.

For each letter of the alphabet, you will need one entry. You will have 25
Entries, (You may omit one letter) which contain the following:

e 6 concepts (Big ideas, causes of wars, reasons for expansion, themes, etc)

e 3 significant people

e 3 key events

e 3 geographical locations

e The remaining are your choice as long as they are from Persia, Greece or Rome

For each entry write at least 1 to 2 sentences which provide an explanation or definition to the
entry.

For at least 12 entries, you must include a visual ( picture, cartoon, diagram, drawing, etc.).
Make sure that your visuals depict how your entry reflects 1830s to 1850s in American History.
You do not have to print these out; you can email them or put them on a USB drive This will
save you ink.

Each page is worth 4 points each.

1 point - picture of what represents your word

1 point — explanation of the word and its significance

1 point — actual word, with letter representing in a large font
1 point — for neatness

you’ll need a picture on the front and a short biography (4 to 5 sentences) on the back of the card. Information
should come from chapter 9 and 10.
